






Cord Blood Labeling Instructions
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Cord Blood label is split into two sections:

Section 1 
  

Peel off and apply to white base label on the Cord Blood •	
Collection Bag. (Fig 6)

Section 2 

Complete all delivery information on label.•	

Have nurse and family member initial label to verify all •	
information is correct.

Peel off completed label and attach to ‘Human Cord Blood’ •	
specimen bag (Fig.7).

Note: Please ensure Cord Blood unit is properly labeled to avoid 
delays in processing.

Authorization to Collect and Release of Liability 
All clients of Insception have completed and signed an “Authorization to Collect Cord Blood and “Release from 
Liability” form at the time of registration. This form gives authorization to their healthcare provider and birthing 
facility to collect cord blood and releases them from liability during the collection. A copy of this from is held in 
the client file and can be made available upon request.
